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I work as the outside house manager in a gated and guarded resort community--way beyond the blue.  It could be called a house in “Glory Land”.  At this mansion in the hot and humid Southern heat, these days there are many, I often wear a do-rag on my head to help outshine the sun (1)  and keep the sweat from dripping in my eyes.  I use multi-colored bandanas for this. I have three.  On very hot days I may use two of the three on one day.

Last week I noticed that one of the do-rags had a few holes and was worn to the point of needing replacement.  I thought:  “I really don’t want to spend money on purchasing any more since the hot time of the year is nearly gone.”

I told her that in the Bible it says “if you believe, God will give you what you need.” (2)  I had proof: I needed a new do-rag and just look here is a rag that I can use for that purpose.  The Lord remembered me because I needed it!

But alas, and without a single word, she pointed to a shelf behind me that was labeled “picnic supplies” and there on that shelf was a stack of the exact same blue item.  She then told me that I had one of the napkins and “thou should not steal.” (3)  It has also been noted many times that the “Lord giveth as well as taketh away.”  (4)…….huh

“So, Do Lord, oh, do remember me, oh Do Lord, oh Do Lord, oh do remember me.”
